Where affordable homes are part of a new build development of properties the Local Connection Criteria is determined during the
planning process and is applicable to people wanting to purchase a new home on that development.

Allocation Allocation of the affordable dwellings for those who we consider are in housing need
. and unable to afford other accommodation in the locality suitable to their and their
households needs and who meet the Local Connection requirement.

Local Connection . In the first instance priority will be given to residents with a local connection to the the
Parish of Exmouth demonstrated by one or more of the following in priority order:-

- Being permanently resident in the Parish of Exmouth for a continuous period of at least
three years out of the five years immediately prior to advertising or;

- Being formally permanently resident in the Parish of Exmouth for a continuous period
of 5 years or;

- Having his or her place of permanent work in the Parish of Exmouth (normally regarded
as 16 hours or more a week and not including seasonal employment) for a continuous
period of at least twelve months immediately prior to advertising; or

- Having a connection through a close family member (mother, father, brother, sister,
son or daughter) where the family member is currently resident in the Parish of Exmouth
and has been so for a continuous period of at least five years immediately prior to
advertising and where there is independent evidence that the family member is in need
of support or can give support; or

- Having a written offer of permanent employment (normally regarded as 16 hours or
more a week and not including seasonal employment) immediately prior to being
offered the Affordable Dwelling; or

In the event that no one satisfying the requirements of the above to the Parish of
Exmouth can be identified, those with a local connection to the secondary parishes of
Lympstone, East Budleigh and Budleigh Salterton will be considered and agreed in
consultation with the Council.

In the event that no one satisfying the requirements of the above to the secondary
parishes, those with a local connection to the District will be considered and agreed in
consultation with the Council.

Evidence of the above will be required.
