households needs and who meet the Local Connection requirement.

Local Connection
In the first instance priority will be given to residents with a local connection to the town

of Newquay to also include the parish of Colan from 7th November 2023

Preferential priority is given to key workers (at the Primary School, any education
establishment and GP surgery, hospital or other healthcare establishment serving the
Nansledan area.)

After a period of 90 days (from 5th February 2024) applicants with a local connection to
the County of Cornwall can be considered.

Persons with a local connection are those who can demonstrate;

Being a permanent resident for a continuous period of at least 12 months immediately
prior to Advertising

A former resident who had a continuous period of residency for 5 years

Permanent employment in the area (working 16 hours or more)

Having a strong local connection to the area by a family connection usually mother,
father, brother, sister, son or daughter who has been living in the area for the last 5

years immediately prior to advertising.
